CHAPTER 3

Extra Note

Three reasons you can place your trust in Jesus

1) HE PERFORMED MIRACLES (v. 2) Even His enemies admitted this. No one denied Jesus did miraculous feats. Detractors simply said He did super deeds by demonic power. Consider these three statements:

Jewish:
Yeshua (Jesus) of Nazareth was hanged ...because he practiced sorcery

and led the people astray.  (Sanhedrin 43a)

Pagan:
He had been enabled to perform the fancied miraculous feats of sorcery. (Against Celsus 1:6)

Bible:
The teachers of the law said, "By the prince of demons he is driving out demons. (Mark 3:22)

2) MEN REJECT JESUS PRIMARILY BECAUSE THEY LOVE DARKNESS (v. 19)
Aldous Huxley, a prominent atheist of this century, wrote candidly in his Ends and Means:
1 had motives for not wanting the world to have meaning; consequently assumed that it had none, and was able without any difficulty to find satisfying reasons for this assumption. The philosopher who finds no meaning in the world is... concerned to prove that there is no valid reason why he personally should not do as he wants to do...For myself, the philosophy of meaninglessness was essentially an instrument of liberation, sexual and political.

(Quoted in Green's Runaway World)

3) JOHN'S TESTIMONY FOR JESUS (v. 31) Most Jews accepted John as a special prophet, even today. He called Jesus "the one who comes from above."

Chapter 5 records a lame man healed. Isaiah 35:5-6 foretold,

Then the eyes of the blind will be opened, And the ears of the deaf will be unstopped. Then the lame will leap like a deer, and the tongue of the dumb will! shout for joy.

Professor Peter Stoner used probability to determine the chance of just 8 prophesies being fulfilled in any one person. He concluded that the chances were 1 in 10 to the 17th power (1 in 100,000,000,000,000,000). He illustrated it this way:

"We take 10 to the 17th silver dollars and lay them on the face of Texas. They will cover all of the state two feet deep. Now mark one of these silver dollars and stir the whole mass thoroughly, all over the state. Blindfold a man and tell him that he can travel as far as he wishes, but he must pick up one silver dollar and say that this is the right one. What chance would he have of getting the right one? Just the same chance that the prophets would have had in writing these eight prophesies and having them all come true in any one man, from their day to the present time, providing they wrote them in their own wisdom."

A cup can be full of water, soup or air, but it must be full of something.  It is the same with us. We must be full of something.  The question is, "What?"

Paul wrote of those who become "filled with every kind of wickedness" (Romans 1:29) but believers in Christ are to be "filled with the Spirit" (Ephesians 5:18). Psalm 119:11 (above) gives advice on how to be filled with his Truth: fill yourselves with His Word. The more water in a glass, the less air. The more of God's Word in your life, the less evil.

HOW TO MEMORIZE SCRIPTURES:

1) Read over the whole verse several times - out loud if possible.

2) Think through what the passage really means.

3) Pray over the meaning of the verse and ask God's help in memorizing it.

4) Repeat the reference and first phrase over and over until it comes naturally to you.

(e.g. John 3:16, "For God so loved the world . . .”)
5) Add one phrase to what you already know and again repeat it over and over until it becomes set in your mind.

6) After memorizing the whole passage, repeat the reference so you say the reference at both the beginning and end of the scripture.

7) Continue to review it weekly, sometimes saying it out loud, emphasizing different words or even using it in conversation.

8) Continue to apply the verse to your life. Make the Bible's truth part of who you are!
